Search Engines are the content backbone of the World Wide Web, 
they are used by all Internet users to find the information they’re 
looking for.  The success of any web marketing campaign relies on 
search engine coverage, if your website is not showing up on search 
engines and not reacting to relevant search terms, it will be invisible 
to most surfers.  There are literally hundreds of search engines on the 
Internet, some are more important than others.  Some popular search 
engines are shown below. 
 

 
 
 
It is important to remember that web sites do not get indexed by 
humans, computer powered robots known as “spiders” take care of 
this huge task.  No matter how much money and time is spent 
promoting a website, it will not receive search engine coverage 
unless the website is developed to take full advantage of the search 
engine’s spider.   Different spiders have varying habits and 
mannerisms.  Some search for specific keywords, others try to index 
the site using complex paragraph processing.  Spiders do not search 
the Internet aimlessly searching for websites, instead new sites are 
added to the index queue through search engines submissions. 
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Search Engine Submissions 
 
Getting a website on a search engine is generally a two prong 
process: 
 

1) The website must be carefully optimized to ensure the correct 
keywords are being used. The coding flow of the page must not 
interrupt the search engine spider.  If a website is submitted for 
indexing before optimization has taken place, search engine 
presence can drop dramatically.  Most search engine will refuse 
to re-index a website unless a significant amount of time has 
passed. 

 
2) Your website must be submitted to search engines. Indexing 

the website can be a long and frustrating process.  There are 
hundreds of search engines; indexing your site requires manual 
submission to every engine, this usually involves filling in a form 
and waiting up to 6 months for an index to take place.  There is 
also no guarantee that your website will be listed (or even 
indexed by the spider).
